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Each of these artists explores an ethereal quality of what it means to be human. Kyung Jeon, a Korean-American, scatters seemingly innocent, sometimes disturbing, preadolescent figures across hints of landscapes. While influenced by Korean Folk art, Kyung studied art and philosophy at Boston College and obtained her MFA from the School of Visual Arts. Only thirty-two years old, she has already shown internationally in Korea, Thailand, Brazil and Switzerland. In 2005 she received the Scope Emerging Artist Grant. 
Rolandas Marcius, originally from Lithuania and now from Cutchogue, paints monochromatic self-portraits capturing private moments of basic existence. His portraits of children in war are about individual character when all is reduced to bare survival. The portraits are about the human spirit rather than war. While Rolandas has shown his work in Lithuania, his work is just beginning to be shown in the United States. 
Michael Yurick’s photographs of people’s shadows are choreographed into three-dimensional collages, giving a sense of life’s fleeting moments. Michael has pursued parallel careers as both a graphic and fine artist. With an office in Southampton, he creates high-end graphics and advertising for clients ranging from Fortune 500 companies to non-profit organizations. He studied at Syracuse University, The Fashion Institute of Technology, the School of Visual Arts and the Art Students League.
Will Paulson, a wood artist from Mattituck, created naturalistic sculptures for this exhibit that celebrate the imperfections of a magnificent ancient tree. He creates both art and finely crafted furniture from logs he personally evaluates for their beauty and history. Will is a fourth generation woodworker and apprenticed under his father, Samuel W. Paulson. After traveling as a journeyman for five years, he set up his first shop in 1980. He currently executes his craft in Mattituck at Will Paulson Woodworks, Inc.
